17. Click No to popup about validate <ALT> + <N>

22. If Image is 1+ year old then follow instruction in Stuff >Help Avast Antivirus

23. If image is 2+ years old then consider calling me to make a new one.
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If Restored Image Does Not Boot Then Set MBR Entry 0 Active:
