3.  Restart computer

BootIt setup screen appears:

4.  Click CANCEL <TAB>  <ENTER>
5.  Click OK to you are now entering maintenance mode  <ENTER>

6.  Click PARTITION WORK   <ALT> + <W>

7. Click CDz <ALT> + <Z> 

8.  Click Image <ALT> + <i>

9. Insert CD #1 of Recovery Set. Into CD Drive…Click OK <ENTER>

Bootit will Eject CD #1 and request last CD of Recovery Set

10. Remove CD #1 and Insert Last CD of Set into CD Drive… Click OK <ENTER>

Bootit will Eject Last CD then request 1st CD of Recovery Set

11.  Remove Last CD and Insert CD #1 of Set into CD Drive… Click OK <ENTER>

When it says Paste Pending at bottom of screen:

12.  Click HD 0 (Just above CDz at top left under work with partitions) <ALT> + <0>

Bootit automatically selects the 1st partition listed, which is what should be selected

13.  Click Paste <ALT> + <P>

14.  Click yes to all data will be destroyed popup <ALT> + <Y>

15 Click OK to Restoring Image Popup <ENTER>

16. Click NO to popup about validate <ALT> + <N>

Bootit will start restoring the CD image. Do not touch keyboard or mouse while restoring s
Bootit will Eject the CD then request the Next CD of Recovery Set

17. Insert the Next CD of Recovery Set into CD Drive…Click OK <ENTER>

Repeat Step 17 until all CDs of Recovery Set has been restored

18. Click OK to operation completed successfully  <ENTER>…Turn PC Off then ON

19. If Image is 1+ years old then follow instructions in Stuff >Help Avast Antivirus
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If Restored Image Does Not Boot Then Set MBR Entry 0 Active:

Repeat steps 1 – 6 on side 1

Click View MBR  <ALT> +  <V>.  Then Click Set Active <ALT> + <S>. Click Apply <ALT> + <P>
